 By-Laws & Standing Rules Committee 
 

 

PACIFIC COAST ARTISTS CONSTITUTION BY-LAWS 
Proposed Revision February 2007 

 
ARTICLE I.  NAME 

The name of this non-profit organization shall be the Pacific Coast Artists, a Chapter  an affiliate of the Society of Decorative Painters, and 
referred to herein as the SDP. 

 
ARTICLE II.  PURPOSE 

1. The purpose of this Chapter shall be, in common with that of the SDP, to stimulate interest in and appreciation for, the art of decorative 
painting, with an emphasis of  a positive environment for artists of all levels. 

2. The specific and primary purpose of the association is to operate a professional association within the meaning of Section 23701e of the 
California Revenue and Taxation code. 

3. This organization does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the members thereof and is organized for non-profit purposes. 
 
ARTICLE III.  MEMBERSHIP 

1. Membership in this Chapter is open only to persons who are members in good standing of the SDP, and who, in accepting membership, 
thereby agree to be bound in all things not contrary to law by this constitution and by those of the SDP. 

2. The general membership shall include all persons in good standing and interested in supporting the Chapter and who are interested in tole 
and decorative painting.  All members shall have voting and office holding privileges.    

3. Non-member guests may visit as specified in the standing rules. 
 
ARTICLE IV.  DUES 

1. Membership dues shall be determined only by vote of membership. 
2. Membership dues shall be paid annually on a calendar year basis, prorated after six  months for new members, and shall be payable to 

correspond with payment of dues to SDP. 
3. Amount of dues shall be stated in the Standing Rules. 

 
ARTICLE V.  MEETINGS 

1. Regular meeting of this Chapter shall be held as stated in the Standing Rules. 
2. The Executive Board (see Article VIII, Section I), shall have the authority to change dates of meetings, and set places and times for 

meetings, provided sufficient notice is given to members. 
3. A quorum shall consist of not less than 1/5 of the members in good standing.  
4. The privilege of holding office, making motions, debating and voting shall be limited to members in good standing for the current calendar 

year. 
 

ARTICLE VI.  OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION 
1. The elected officers of this Chapter shall be President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Third Vice President, Secretary and 

Treasurer. 
2. The term of office shall be two years.  No elected officer may hold the same office for more than two consecutive full terms. 
3. Duties of officers shall be as follows: 

a. The President shall preside at meetings of the Chapter and meetings of the Executive Board; shall be a member ex-officio of all 
committees, with the exception of the nominating committee; shall be one of two signatories on all bank accounts; shall perform such 
other duties as usually pertains to the office. The President shall be responsible to see that all required reports and correspondence is 
sent to the SDP office. Shall serve with the responsibilities as stated in the Standing Rules. 

b. The First Vice President shall preside in the absence of the President; shall assist the President and serve with the responsibilities as 
stated in the Standing Rules. 

c. The Second Vice President shall serve with the responsibilities as stated in the Standing Rules. 
d. The Third Vice President shall serve with the responsibilities as stated in the Standing Rules. 
e. The Secretary shall record minutes of all meetings of the Chapter and Executive Board. These minutes shall be kept in books, which 

are the property of the Chapter, and shall be a complete and clear record of the activities shall serve with the responsibilities as stated 
in the Standing Rules. 
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Proposed By-Laws continued…… 
f. The Treasurer shall receive all monies of the Chapter, shall keep an accurate record of receipts and expenditures, pay all bills upon 

ratification of the Executive Board, present a statement of account at every meeting of the Chapter and when requested by the Executive 
Board, and shall prepare a complete report at the  end of the calendar year.  The Treasurer shall provide a copy of the report to the 
President to be sent to the SDP office with the Annual Report  shall serve with the responsibilities as stated in the Standing Rules. 

 
ARTICLE VII.  APPOINTED OFFICERS  COMMITTEE CHAIRPERSONS  AND PARLIAMENTARIAN 

1. Appointed officers Committee Chairpersons of the Chapter may be appointed for special duties as deemed necessary by the President and 
ratified by the Executive Board. 
a. The voting designation shall be stated in the Standing Rules and shall not exceed the elected officers. 
b. The term of office shall be two years.  No appointed officer Committee Chairperson may hold the same office for more than three four 

consecutive full terms. 
2. The President may appoint a parliamentarian who shall attend both Board and Chapter meetings, but shall not be a voting member of the 

Board. 
 
ARTICLE VIII.  EXECUTIVE BOARD 

1. The Executive Board shall consist of the elected officers and appointed officers with voting positions of the Chapter.  The Past President 
may serve as Advisor to the Executive Board without voting privileges. 

2. The duties of the Executive Board shall be: 
a. To transact necessary business in the intervals between Chapter meetings and such other business as may be referred to it by the 

Chapter. 
b. To submit to the Chapter for ratification of annual budget. 
c. Too review all non-budgeted expenses and make recommendations to the Chapter regarding payment. 

3. A minimum of four meetings of the Executive Board shall be held in a calendar year. Majority shall constitute a quorum.  Special meetings 
of the Executive Board may be called by the President, and shall be called by the President upon written request of two members of the 
board. 

 
ARTICLE IX.  FINANCES 

1. The Executive Board, upon recommendation of the Treasurer, shall designate all financial institutions, which shall be the depository of 
Chapter funds. 

2. To insure that accounting procedures are accurate, consistent and current, a year end audit of the Treasurer’s records shall be performed by 
an audit committee designated by the Executive Board.  The Treasurer shall not serve on the audit committee. This committee shall verify 
the accuracy of the financial records of the Chapter prior to the assumption of office of the new officers. the Year-End Report 

 
ARTICLE X.  COMMITTEES 

1. Standing committees may be created as needed to promote the objectives and interest of the Chapter.  The President, with the ratification of 
the Executive Board  shall appoint chairs and members.  Each committee member shall serve for a term of two years and may serve no more 
than three four consecutive full terms in the same position. 

2.  Special committees may be created at the discretion of the President, with the approval of the Executive Board.  The duties of any special 
committees shall be stated upon their appointment, and such committees shall cease to exist when their final report is accepted or adopted. 

3. No committee work or monies expended shall be undertaken not specified in the yearly budget be expended without approval of the 
Executive Board  

 
ARTICLE XI.  NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS 

1. Nominations shall be made in the Fall of the coming year.  The Nomination Committee shall be formed in July and a slate of officers shall be 
posted in the September newsletter. 

2. Elections shall take place in October. 
 
ARTICLE XII.  AMENDMENTS  

1. The Executive Board shall submit proposed amendments to these bylaws in writing to the President for review. 
2. Prior to voting upon them, all proposed amendments to the bylaws must be submitted to SDP for ratification. 
3. After approval of SDP, these bylaws may be altered or changed by a 2/3 vote of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is 

present, provided that the proposed changes have been presented in written communication via newsletter to the members prior to the 
meeting at which voting takes place. 

4. If at two successive meetings, a quorum has not been present, these bylaws can be changed upon written ballot of the members, provided 
that a majority of the members return the written ballot. 

 
ARTICLE XIII.  PARLIAMENTARIAN AUTHORITY 

Roberts Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall be the parliamentary authority for all matters not in conflict with these bylaws or the bylaws of the 
SDP. 

 
ARTICLE XIV.  DISSOLUTION  
In the event of dissolution of the Chapter, all liabilities and obligations of the Chapter shall be paid, satisfied, and discharged or adequate provision 
made therefore.  Any remaining funds as are in the treasury at the time shall be given to another non-profit group such as the SDP or DAC (Decorative 
Arts Collection).  Any remaining assets shall also be given to the SDP, as determined by the majority of the membership remaining. 
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STANDING RULES 
Proposed Revision February 2007 

 
1. Membership dues shall be $20 per year and shall be payable to correspond with payment of dues to SDP.  New members joining after July 31 

shall pay ½ the current dues. 
2. The financial records of this Chapter shall be kept on a calendar basis consistent with the SDP. 
3. Business meetings shall be held no less than four times a year with a specific week and day established by the President. 
4. The President shall preside at meetings of the Chapter and meetings of the Executive Board; shall be a member ex-officio of all committees, 

with the exception of the Nominating and Audit Committees; shall be one of three signatories on all bank accounts; shall perform such other 
duties as usually pertains to the office.  The President shall be responsible to see that all required reports and correspondence are sent to the 
SDP office. 

5. The First Vice President shall serve as Program Coordinator, responsible to attend Board and Business meetings, recruit teachers for paint-
ins; present teachers with a ”Thank you” card signed by participating members at paint-in; coordinate meeting facility confirm meeting dates 
with facility in the fall for falling year; shall be one of three signatories on all bank accounts; collect fees and submit same to Treasurer. 

6. The Second Vice President shall serve as Chapter Fundraiser Coordinator, responsible to attend Board and Business meetings; and to do 
fundraising for a facility rental. Chapter activities. 

7. The Third Vice President shall serve as the Membership Coordinator, responsible to attend Board and Business Meetings; recruit new 
members; provide new members with pattern and wood blank for chapter pin; work on membership retention; collect dues; maintain current 
membership roster; print membership directory, including constitution By-laws and Standing Rules.guidelines.  Shall be responsible to 
provide a year- end roster to the President and Secretary. 

8. The Secretary shall record minutes of all meetings of the Chapter and of the Executive Board.  These minutes shall be kept in books, which 
are the property of the Chapter and shall be a clear record of all activities.  The Secretary shall also be responsible for sending copies of the 
minutes to the PCA President. Copy of all Business meetings should be sent to the Newsletter Editor for publication. 

9. The Treasurer shall be responsible for all monies of the Chapter, shall keep an accurate record of receipts and expenditures; shall oversee the 
finances of all committees; shall pay all bills within the ratified budget or upon ratification of the Executive Board; shall be responsible for 
filing all tax reports and yearly audit, if required; shall be a signatory on all bank accounts; shall receive all monies and reports from all 
committees by December 10th of each year; shall present a report at all business and Executive meetings and shall be responsible for a year-
end report to SDP. 

10. The Executive Board 
a. is to prepare and submit to the Chapter for ratification an annual budget  by the second business meeting of the year. 
b. cannot ratify non-budgeted expenditures in excess of $300 without approval of the members. 

11. The President shall receive a stipend, not to exceed $1,000 for the purpose of attending the Convention of the SDP.  If the President is unable 
to attend, the monies will be given to an elected officer.  The designee receiving these monies shall attend those functions at the SDP and 
Convention that will benefit the Chapter and shall be expected to provide a report to the Chapter. These monies This stipend shall pay the 
registration fee, Chapters meeting fee, full travel expenses and the President’s share of room cost (based on double occupancy)  not to exceed 
six days, providing funds are available. This stipend does not include Registration or Chapter Gathering fees, but shall be separate budget 
items. 

12. Referencing the Constitution By-laws, ARTICLE VII, such appointed officers Committee chairpersons may be Annual Year-End Raffle, 
Audit, Boutique, Charity, Corresponding Secretary, Decorative Painting Month, Historian, Holiday Party, Hospitality, Librarian, Mystery 
Paint-in, Newsletter Editor, New Product Evaluator, Nominating, Orange County Fair,  Parliamentarian, Telephone Tree, Seminar, and 
Webmaster. 

13. Duties of Appointed Officers Standing Committee Chairpersons: 
Voting position: 

a. Charity shall coordinate the Chapter’s charitable activies. 
b. Annual Year-End Raffle shall purchase and/or solicit donation of painted or to be painted items for raffle.  Shall print tickets, pictures, 

and distribute minimum of 20 each to all members. 
c. Mystery Paint-in shall recruit teacher, establish theme, coordinate food, decorations, and activities with theme, and purchase and prep 

surfaces as stated by teacher. 
d. Newsletter Editor shall be responsible for publication and distribution of the monthly newsletter as well as the billing and collection of 

ads. 
e. Seminar shall recruit teachers and coordinate contract with teachers.  Arrange hotel accommodations, dining, transportation to and from 

airport and meeting site and coordinate with Hospitality. 
Non-voting positions: 

a. Corresponding Secretary shall send E-cards to members for Birthdays, whom may be ailing, and send flowers to members whose 
immediate family has passed away. 

b. Historian shall keep a pictorial history of the Chapter’s activities. 
c. Hospitality shall welcome attendees, keep a guest book, and be responsible in coordinating food and refreshments for all Chapter 

functions unless otherwise specified. 
d. Holiday Party shall ascertain hostess site, purchase supplies, coordinate games, food and prizes and purchase Hostess Gift. 
e. Decorative Painting Month shall promote and coordinate decorative painting awareness events. 
f. Librarian shall coordinate and keep records of the Chapter’s library materials and shall keep members informed of library activities with 

articles in the newsletter. 
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Proposed Standing Rules Continued….. 
g. Webmaster shall maintain an accurate and current web page for the Chapter. 
h. Orange County Fair shall coordinate with Fair officials in setting up and taking down Chapter’s display; obtain volunteers to man the 

booth; promote Chapter via newsletters/flyers. 
i. New Product Evaluator shall keep the Chapter informed of new products/websites via the newsletter 
j. Parliamentarian shall attend both Board and Chapter meetings and advise per Roberts Rules of Order should a need arise. 

 
13. Nominating committee: 

a. Composed of not less than three nor more than five members, shall be appointed by the President with the ratification of the 
Executive Board and shall be appointed in July. 

b. Shall prepare a slate for the election of officers and shall submit it to the members via the September newsletter. 
c. Shall have provisions for nominations from the floor for each office at the meeting at which elections are held, provided that prior 

consent of nominee has been obtained. 
14. Special Committees – Non-Voting 

a. Audit shall consist of three general members to verify the accuracy of the Chapter’s financial records prior to the Year-End Report. 
b. Nominating shall prepare a slate for the election of officers and shall submit it to the members via the September newsletter and to be 

voted on at the October meeting. 
1. Shall have provisions for nominations from the floor for each office at the October meeting provided that prior consent of nominee 

has been obtained. 
2. A majority vote is required to elect.  If there is more than one candidate for office, voting shall be by written ballot. 

c. Boutique shall ascertain location and coordinate with said event coordinator as well as participating Chapter members. 
14. Officers shall be elected prior to the first of the year, and shall take office January 1 and shall hold office until a successor is duly named.  
15. A majority vote is required to elect.  If there is more than one candidate for office, voting shall be by written ballot. 
15.  Elected Officers shall take office January 1st. 
16. Vacancies in office shall be filled by a majority vote of the Executive Board. 
17.  Monthly Paint-Ins:  

a. Fees paid to teachers for paint-ins shall be on a per student rate of $15.00 plus mileage of .45 cents/mile roundtrip based on internet 
mapping; class size capped at 30, members have option to purchase surface, classes will be 4 - 6 hours. 

b. Non-member guests are invited to all paint-ins after PCA Members have been given “first” option (30days once published under 
“Programs” in the Newsletter) and space is available.  Members will be charged a fee of $18.00 and non-members will be charged a fee 
of $23.00. 

c.  Any cancellation or rescheduling of Chapter paint-ins shall be with the ratification of the Executive Board. 
d. Refunds are given when the class is full AND there is a waiting list.  If the class      is NOT full, there will not be a refund if a student is 

unable to attend.  The student may resell the class IF PCA determines there is no waiting list. 
18. Non-member guests may visit Chapter Meetings not more than two times eachyear without payment of dues to both the SDP and the Chapter.  

Former members do NOT qualify as non-member guests; a non-member guest is a person who has never been affiliated with this chapter. 
19. These Standing Rules may be amended by a majority of the voters at any meeting wherein there is a quorum.  Any changes so made in these 

Standing Rules are provisional and subject to ratification by the SDP. 
 
 

 

Origin of DST 
This year Daylight Saving Time (DST) starts on March 11th.  
 
Wait a minute! How can you “save” daylight at all? Well, actually, we just call it daylight-saving time. A more accurate 
description would be “daylight-shifting time.”   
 
Saving daylight was first mentioned in 1784 by Benjamin Franklin in a satirical essay urging Parisians to get up earlier in 

order to use sunlight, thus saving wax by not burning candles at night, in the spirit of his 
proverb "Early to bed and early to rise / Makes a man healthy, wealthy, and wise." Franklin 
did not mention Daylight Saving Time—he did not propose that clock time be changed. DST 
was first seriously proposed in 1907 by William Willett, but he was unable to get the British 
government to adopt it, despite considerable lobbying. 
 
DST was first put into practice by a national government in Germany during World War I. 
Shortly afterward, the United Kingdom followed suit. Newfoundland became the first North 
American jurisdiction to adopt DST with the passing of the Daylight Saving Act of 1917. On 
March 19, 1918, the U.S. Congress formally established several time zones, which had been 
in use by railroads and most cities since 1883; at the same time it established DST from the 

last Sunday in March to the last Sunday in October. The law, however, proved so unpopular, mostly because it obliged 
people to rise and go to bed earlier than had become customary since the advent of electricity, that it was repealed after 
1919, when Congress overrode President Woodrow Wilson's veto of the repeal.
