STOVE TOP Easy Chicken Bake 

�

1 pkg. (6 oz.) ..........STOVE TOP Stuffing Mix for Chicken  
1-1/2 lb...................boneless skinless chicken breasts, cut into 1-inch 

pieces  
1 can (10-3/4 oz.)...condensed cream of chicken soup  
1/3 cup ..................BREAKSTONE'S or KNUDSEN Sour Cream  
1 bag (16 oz.) ........frozen mixed vegetables, thawed, drained  
 
PREHEAT oven to 400°F. Prepare stuffing mix as directed on package; 

set aside.  
MIX chicken, soup, sour cream and vegetables in 13x9-inch baking dish; 

top with stuffing.  
BAKE 30 min. or until chicken is cooked through.

YUMMY NO-BAKE BARS 

 

1  cup granulated sugar 
1 ................ cup light-color corn syrup 
2 ................ cups peanut butter 
3 ................ cups crisp rice cereal 
3 ................ cups cornflakes 
3/4 + ½....... cup butter 
4 ................ cups powdered sugar 
2 ................. 4-serving-size packages vanilla instant pudding 

and pie filling mix 
1/4 ............. cup milk 
1 ................ 12-ounce package semi-sweet chocolate pieces 

Directions: 
 
1. Line a 15x10x1-inch baking pan with foil, extending the foil over the edges of the pan; set aside. 
2. In a large saucepan, combine granulated sugar and corn syrup; heat and stir just until mixture boils 

around edges. Heat and stir for 1 minute more. Remove from heat. Stir in peanut butter until melted. 
Stir in rice cereal and cornflakes until coated. Press mixture into the bottom of prepared pan. 

3. For pudding layer, in a medium saucepan, melt the 3/4 cup butter. Stir in powdered sugar, dry vanilla 
pudding mixes, and milk. Spread pudding mixture over cereal layer; set aside. 

4. For frosting, in a small saucepan, combine chocolate pieces and the 1/2 cup butter; heat and stir over 
low heat until melted. Spread frosting over pudding layer. Cover and chill about 1 hour or until set. To 
serve, remove set mixture from pan by lifting foil. Remove foil. Place set mixture on cutting board; cut 
into bars. Makes 64 bars. 

 
To store: Layer bars in a single layer between waxed paper in an airtight container; cover. Store in the 
refrigerator for up to 2 days. Best served room temperature.
