As we age, our perception of color may change. Not everyone is affected at exactly 
the same time or in the same way.

This is not to be confused with cataracts, when your lens looses its transparency and doesn’t allow light to 
pass. It may make you feel like your looking through a milky film or have cloudy, fuzzy, or foggy vision. The 
glare off your painted piece may seem more severe. Keep up regular eye exams, eat foods rich in antioxi-
dants and always wear your sunglasses outdoors!!!
